Funds were
despatched to projects in Arusha, Dar es Salaam, Iringa, Kagera,
Kigoma, Mara, Mbeya, Morogoro, Moshi, Mara, Pwani, Rukwa,
Ruvuma, Tanga, and Zanzibar.

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INCOME

During the course of the financial year TDT received a total
income of £107,384 compared with £67,131 in the previous year.
In the current year £5,782 was due to the refund of tax under the
Gift Aid scheme. Other significant amounts include £14,447 from
Members’ regular donations, £19,193 from members’ fund raising
activities including some £9,888 raised through JustGiving; £3167
from Friends of Tanzania (USA), £21,000 from the Hilden
Charitable Fund (HCF), and £15,000 from a trust fund which
asked to remain anonymous. The income figures also benefited
from generous individual donations channelled through TDT for
projects in Tanzania consistent with TDT's objectives. These
include significant sums for the Mkombozi Group in Dar, the
Dogodogo Centre, and the Emusoi Centre in Moshi.

The project commenced last year and
has now been completed successfully providing clean piped water
to Upper and Lower Shashui and 13 associated hamlets with a
population of nearly 4,000 people. This supply system replaces
the need for women and children to carry water over several
kilometres drawn from unsafe supplies in shallow dug out wells.
