However there are inevitable ambiguities here, as for example,
one project to assist disabled children was also a solar power
project and two blocks of toilets were in Primary Schools.

THE PROJECTS IN DETAIL

(1) Dodoma Region: Buigiri Adult Blind Rehabilitation

Centre - £2010

The Buigiri Adult Blind
Rehabilitation Centre, near
Dodoma, is a purpose built rural
village. It seeks to increase the
independence of blind people so
that they can support themselves
from their shambas. Some years
ago, TDT paid for a bore hole and

Buigiri Adult Blind Centre

wind pump so that the community would have a supply of water

for drinking and irrigation.




However the community has found that the
absence of strong winds has meant that there

is often a shortage of water and applied to TDT
for funds for the supply and installation of an
electric pump. The Trust has been glad to help
aided by a collection of  £567 made by friends
to honour the 80 ™ birthday of BTS Treasurer,
Betty Wells, who worked for many years in
Dodoma.

(2) Dodoma Region: Sunseed Energy
Programme  -£1,501

The improved fuel efficient stoves promoted by Sunseed Tanzania
Trust save between 40 -50% of the firewood used with the
traditional cooking method, representing an annual saving, per
household, of approximately 1 tonne of firewood. The stoves have
three important design elements.
9 They are well insulated, allowing less heat to escape, which

means less firewood is used to produce the same amount of

heat as the traditional 3 -stone fire, because the fire is hotter

and food cooks more quickly.
i Each stove has a chimney. This removes indoor smoke and

reduces the risk of eye and respiratory illnesses. Further,

children and adults are at much less risk from burns than from

an open fire.
1 They contain two holes
Family with for pots, rather than the
Sunseed Stove single -pot 3 -stone fire, so
that meals take less time to
cook, again reducing the
amount of firewood needed,
approximately half the
amount used with a
traditional fire, each day. In
addition to using less fuel
they also:
9 improve the health of
families by reducing smoke

guidance, support and on the spot intervention to Elias Mashasi.

We have also been assisted by members of
BTS in Tanzania who have visited nearby projects and provided
good advice. The High Commissions in Tanzania and the UK are
great supporters of our work and this is much appreciated.
Another good friend and adviser to TDT has been Rodney Hedley
of the Hilden Charitable Fund, who quite apart from his role in HCF
has helped us formulate better strategies for applying to other
Trusts.

(3) Kagera Region: Rugambwa School Information
Technology Centre - £12,387

Rugambwa is a State Boarding School for girls from all over
Tanzania, offering courses up to
opportunities for able girls to progress to Higher Education.

school was greatly handicapped by having no Information
Technology Centre, but in
Computers4Africa donated a suite of more than 30 modern
computers with flat screens and all the necessary peripherals.
However the school had nowhere but a small box room to put the
computers and most have had to be locked away.

(5) Kilimanjaro Region: Hadassa Montessori Nursery
School - £2,020

Esther and her husband, Enos, set up the Hadassa Montessori
Nursery School in a borrowed building in a very poor part of the
town of Moshi, within sight of Kilimanjaro.

Despite their best efforts, they had regular break -ins when

(16) Zanzibar Pemba: Fundo Fisheries Water Project
£4624

Fundo is an island off the West coast of Pemba, inhabited by some
3,000 people, mostly involved in fishing. It has no safe water
supply of its own, but there is a pipe which bring water from the
mainland. However, there is no water storage on the island, so
when there are power cuts or for any other reason the supply

from the mainland fails, the inhabitants have to go across to the
mainland by boat to collect water.

This grant is for a number of PVC storage tanks, which will mean
that water can be stored until, hopefully, the supply from the
mainland is restored.

On receiving the grant, the tanks were purchased and delivered,
but the Fundo Fisheries Organisation, who are managing the
project, have decided that the tanks would be better mounted on
stands, and this has caused a further delay. However, within the
next few months the system should be working, with obvious
benefits to all involved.

Miscellaneous

In addition to the above TDT paid £300 to secure the release from
Customs at DSM docks of computers and peripherals for the Cheju
Marine School, Zanzibar on which we reported last year.

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(15) Tanga Region: Kwa Mkono Polio Hostel o0 £5000

Kwa Mkono, established in the 1960's, is a residential centre for

40 disabled boys & girls providing rehabilitation and training. It

has mains electricity but this is unreliable and limited. Last year

we helped with solar power to replace kerosene lamps and candles
in the dormitories - a safety issue. A further grant of £1500 has
been made to provide solar lighting round the loos especially so
that the young people can spot any lurking snakes!

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teaching resources are stolen or broken. They worked with the
teaching equipment on the floor, as they had no desks. The

children love to read books but there were not many in the

nursery. Their numbers included an increasing number of orphans
and the hugely committed staff were desperate to provide the

help and support that these children
clearly needed. They were granted
land to build 2 new classrooms and
in 2009, the TDT allocated £2,000
towards the cost of this. Building
work has started on the new
classrooms and staff are very
excited about the prospect of the
new classrooms and the
opportunities that this will provide
for local children.

(6) Lindi Region: Renovation of
School Library - £1,534

READ International began life in 2003

as a Book Project, based at

Nottingham University, founded by a

group of socially entrepreneurial
students following a
teaching in Tanzania. Now there are

over 750 student volunteers involved,
operating from a network of over 25
university sites across the UK.

With the Tanzania Dev
support, READ International will be 2009 Restored Library
able to send a team of student in Lindi

volunteers to the Lindi region in the

summer of 2010. They will devote their time to renovating the
library building. The school library will be chosen after
consultation with local Education department officials. READ will
pay for all materials necessary for the renovation. This money will
be spent on locally produced goods and services such as new
furniture or skilled labour for structural repairs.

These villages
have a total population of
over 56,000, of whom
nearly 29,000 are women.

Development Officer says:

@rain milling machines
are more needed in the rural areas, where there is no electricity
and permanent road. Women, children and Disabled people have
to walk for long kilometres to grind their food. This situation
makes them to walk around bushes until they get grain milling
machines to the third village from where they live. Due to this
problem, some bad people used to be hiding to the bushes to
abuse, kill and rape the children, women and disabled women e.g.
(albino) . The grain milling machines will be used as an income
generating activity in the community. Through the profit gain will
be used to support orphans children with educational materials,
school uniforms and fee payment as well as people living with
HIV/ AIDS with nutritious food. i
